1) "VOLUNTEER ENLISTMENT. STATE OF OHIO TOWN OF EAGLE TWP.
I Aaron D. bond born in Hancock co., in the State of Ohio, aged Eighteen years, and by occupation a farmer, DO
HEREBY ACKNOWLEDGE to have volunteered this Thirtieth day of January 1864, as a Soldier in the ARMY OF
THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA, for the period of THREE YEARS, unless sooner discharged by proper
authority: Do also agree to accept such bounty, pay, rations, and clothing, as are, or may be, established by law for
volunteers. And I, Aaron D. bond, do solemnly swear, that I will bear true faith and allegiance to the United States of
America, and that I will serve them honestly and faithfully against all their enemies or opposers whomsoever; and
that I will observe and obey the orders of the President of the United States, and the orders of the officers appointed
over me, according to the rules and Articles of War. Sworn and subscribed to in Findley, O. on the 30th day of
January 1864, before J.M.Neibling, Col 21st Regiment of Ohio Volunteers."  signed by Aaron D. Bond.

I, Aaron Bond born in Findley In the State of Ohio age'd nineteen years, and by occupation a soldier DO HEREBY
ACKNOWLEDGE to have voluntarily enlisted this first day of February 1866, as a soldier in the Army of the United
States of America, for the period of THREE YEARS, unless sooner discharged by proper authority: Do also agree to
accept such bounty, pay, rations, and clothing, as are, or may be, established by law. And I, Aaron Bond, do
solemnly swear, that I will bear true faith and allegiance to the United States of America, and that I will serve them
honestly and faithfully against all their enemies or opposers whomsoever; and that I will observe and obey the orders
of the President of the United States, and the orders of the officers appointed over me, according to the Rules and
Articles of War. Sworn and subscribed to, at Columbus O. this 1st day of February 1877 before D. W. Burham,
Capt. 18th Inf. (Recruiting Officer."

3rd Batt. the records show the following: Age 19, height 5 feet 9-1/2 inches, complexion dark eyes
gray, hair dark, place of birth Findley, Ohio, occupation soldier*, enlisted Feb 1, 1866 and discharged Feb 1, 1869 as
by reason of expiration of term of service, a corporal. and the rolls on file for that period do not show him absent
without leave or in desertion, Co. A, 3rd Batt. 18th U.S. Inf. became Co A, 36th U.S. Inf. in Jan or Feb 1867.

     The deceased was a veteran of the Civil War, having been a member of the 21st regiment. He was born May 11,
1846. His father was George Bond and his mother before her marriage was Miss Routson. In 1872 he married Sarah
Fetters.
     He is survived by 10 children and 25 grandchildren. His daughters are Mrs. Annie Foster of Findlay, Mrs. Emma
Shoemaker of McComb, Mrs. Hazel Grose of Leipsic, Mrs. Katie Morrison of Deweyville, Mrs. Flora Geren of
McComb, and Mrs. Orpha Keeran of McComb. He had 4 sons. Tillman, of Henderson, Mich., Peter and Melvin of
McComb, and George of Townwood, Ohio.
